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SUMMARY OF SPECIAL ARRANGEMENTS 

Due to the ongoing reduced availability of the 1992-stock fleet, a further reduced service (requiring a core service 
of 60 trains) will operate on Mondays to Thursdays.  

These arrangements will supersede Timetable Notice No. 88/23 on Mondays to Thursdays only.  

The following revised train services will operate:- 

West Ruislip – Epping every 6-7 minutes (9 trains per hour) 

Ealing Broadway – Hainault (via Newbury Park) every 9-11 minutes (6 trains per hour) 

White City – Hainault (via Newbury Park) every 8½-11½ minutes (6 trains per hour) 

These services will combine to provide a train every 2¾-3 minutes between White City and Leytonstone (21 trains 
per hour). 

Additional running time has been implemented in the central area for most of the traffic day, to reflect longer 
station dwell times as follows:- 

Westbound 

Between Leytonstone and White City, 2 minutes distributed extra run time. There is also ¼ minute extra run 
time at the following sections: Roding Valley to Woodford and Buckhurst Hill to Woodford. 

Eastbound 

Between White City and Leytonstone, 2 minutes distributed extra run time. There is also ¼ minute extra run 
time at the following sections: East Acton to White City, Leytonstone to Wanstead and South Woodford to 
Woodford. 

Three trains in each direction have been scheduled in the peak hours as run as required stock paths. These trains 
are scheduled to run in both directions between Hainault Depot and Ruislip Depot in the morning and evening 
peaks. These trains may be run in passenger service at the discretion of the Line Controller and if so, would 
provide up to 24 trains per hour between Leytonstone and White City, for a limited duration. 

In the eventuality that these stock transfer paths do not operate, intervals will be regulated by Service Control 
where necessary. 

In the event of fleet availability dropping below 60 trains, Trains 101 – 115 will be available to cancel as required 
in order to protect services to the outer branches. 

Train workings are self-contained throughout the majority of the traffic day. 

Fridays – Sundays arrangements 

Timetable Notice No. 88/23 will continue to operate on Fridays to Sundays until further notice (with the exception 
of any special timetables for closures and Bank Holidays). 

A further timetable change to incorporate reduced services for Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays, will be 
subsequently implemented at a later date, to be advised.
